Scope of Work – TERMITE Inspction and TREATMENT
Location:

This scope of work is for the regular inspection and necessary treatment for termites in the interior, exterior and common areas for the Toluca Townhouse No. 3 community, which includes six [image: image1.png]Triton Munmu_ | u¥E
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buildings with thirty-six units pictured below.
Scope of Work:

Following is the Scope of Work for Termite Inspection and Treatment:

Contract Term

The Association requires a contract, which will be renewed annually subject to Board approval.
Inspections and Treatment
1. At least one annual inspection is required for each unit, building exteriors and common areas during the contract period. These inspections will cover all accessible spaces including attics, crawl spaces, interior rooms, garages and patios.  Wherever possible, the necessary treatment should be performed at the same time of the inspection with the homeowner’s approval. Additional follow-up inspections and treatment visits may be necessary in areas found to have active termite infestation.

2. The general scope of work requires that each inspection and treatment be followed up with a written inspection report and termite treatment plan for each unit and outside area containing active termite colonies and or damage.  Inspection reports should be sent within 5 business days to the Management Company. 

3. Additional individual unit inspections and treatments are included within the contract period as needed at no additional cost.  If the homeowners find a termite problem they can call the Contractor directly for these inspections and treatments to expedite the process and mitigate the damage.

4. Subterranean termite inspection and control as required shall consist of chemically treating the soil and base of the buildings in a manner that prevents any termites existing within the building. The drilling of concrete and asphalt driveways, walkways and patios may be necessary to apply chemicals to subterranean termite colonies. The cost of this drilling is covered in this contract. The Contractor will patch and seal these drilling holes.

5. Escrow inspections and treatment for termites will be billed at $85 to the homeowner requesting the inspection. An inspection and treatment report will be included to the homeowner for this service.
6. The Contractor will provide adequate notice to the HOA and the Home Owners for the scheduled home inspections.  Home inspection appointments shall be available on at least two weekdays and one Saturday to accommodate homeowners who work during the week. The Contractor will provide a written notice to the HOA 10 days prior to the inspection date.  This notification will list the inspection dates and times for the inspections and will give the homeowners information about what to expect during the inspection and a list of the chemicals that may be used if termites are found.  The Management Company will distribute this notification to the homeowners prior to the inspection dates.  

7. This scope covers the inspection and treatment for interior dry wood termites and exterior subterranean termites.  Other pest control services are excluded from this scope of work.

8. This contract does not include fumigations (tenting), furniture, wood replacements or repairs, damage caused by termites, fungus or dry rot. Areas of construction in which areas of the building (i.e. exterior and or interior of units) are being exposed, will require a supplemental inspection report with findings and additional costs.  These items will be priced if required by the homeowner or HOA. 

Permits and Licenses

1. The Contractor shall agree to obtain all Federal, State, County and City permits and licenses necessary for the completion of this work, including but not limited to all Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA), California State, and Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) requirements.  The Contractor will provide a copy of all applicable permits and licenses necessary to complete the scope of work for this contract within 10 days of the signing of this contract.

Insurance Requirements and Liability
1. The Contractor shall maintain General Liability Insurance of a sum no less than $1MM, and shall provide a certification of this policy within 10 days from the signing of this contract.

2. The Contractor shall, for the term of the contract, name The Toluca TownHouse Three Association as an “Additional Insured” on its insurance policy, and provide certification of such.

Start/Finish Work
1. The Contractor agrees to begin work within 10 business days from receiving the Notice to Proceed from the Management Company.
Contract Period
1. The Association requires an initial two year contract, which will subsequently be renewed annually, subject to Board approval. 
2. Service and Materials rates may not be modified during the contact term.

Service Performance Expectations

1. The Contractor shall return phone calls for service requests within 24 hours.  Follow-up inspections and treatments should be made within 5 business days.

2. The Contractor and its personnel shall abide by all rules and regulations set forth by the Board of the Association. This includes but is not limited to parking, waste disposal, use of water, etc.

3. Further, the Contractor and its personnel shall abide by all local city laws that pertain to work times, use of public property, and noise control.

4. The Contractor’s personnel shall conduct themselves in a professional, courteous, and workmanlike manner while on Association private property.

Payment Terms

1. Payment for this two-year contract will be billed in three equal payments starting at the beginning of the first year, the beginning of the second year and at the end of the contract term.
Additional Fees
1. Additional fees such as fuel cost, vehicle charges, surcharges or disposal fees are not permissible through any invoicing associated with this contract.

2. Additional work or services needed or requested outside the scope of this contract must be submitted in writing to the Management Company or designee prior to any engagement of work.  The submittal must include detailed information of work to be performed and rate structure of charges.
